PLEASE read through this information carefully, asit contains details you will want to know before you
register your family.

COST:

. Student Cost Students are those children participating ingfegram. The student rate is $85 for
the first four children enrolled per family (th& Student etc is $73). We include this multi child
discount to the program more affordable for lafgemilies. We have a staffed child care facility|
for younger children which is available during ddisnes for an extra fee of $10 per session.

- Housing Cost Mount Hermon has 28 guest cabins to rent to hohuwd families. These cabins
range in price based on the three different stgfesccommodations: Economy, Standard and
Deluxe. The price per cabin is the price for thekvior the entire family. Cabins can be shared
between families.

- Meal Cost There will not be a meal service provided duting week of outdoor Science School.
This allows families to have family time and hetpkeep the cost of the week down.

HOUSING/CABINS:

The cabins for the week are designed for familingvand are equipped with a kitchen and bath. Thage from
Economy, or “rustic,” to Standard, or “midleveld Deluxe, or “fancy.” Of course, the rustic cabime less
expensive.

We regret
that this may prevent some families from attendiBgch cabin has its own kitchen/cooking facilities
you will need to bring your own food, or purchasbkeare, and be ready to prepare it. This will lmren

cost effective, and will allow you to eat as a fgnmside your own cabin. Adequate time will be
provided to travel back to cabins, prepare mealssiiare family time, and travel back to the
gathering/line up spot.

Groceriesmay be purchased at the local Safeway (in Feltanin@ite drive), New Leaf Natural/Organic
market (also in Felton, 4 minute drive), Costcoanta Cruz, 10-15 minute drive), or other local
markets.

TEACHING AND CLASS SETUP:

Our teachers are strong Christians and experiematnlalists who have taught literally hundreds
of students throughout the year. All of the natigstalhave a background in either science or ecurtcatnd
share a love of teaching in the outdoors. Our s$gffepared to teach your children all about God’s
Creation in this wonderful outdoor setting.

In order to prepare our teachers and have age-apai® materials, we must seloaver grade
limit of Kindergarten (or 5 years old at the time of the camp) andigper grade limit of 12" gradein



order toparticipate in our trail hikes and classes. As we are orgagipur trail classes, we will place
similar grades together. At this time, we are shding for grades K-1 together, 2-3, 4-5, 6-7, and 8-
12 (possibly 8-9 and 10-12, if we get enough oldgudents) together Our trail teachers require this
sort of set-up in order to be able to teach togereeral age group. We work to maintain a classaiz
12-16 students, but this will depend on the nunabstudents registered in any particular grade.

PLEASE BE AWARE THAT THIS MEANS THAT YOUR CHILDREN MAY END UP IN
DIFFERENT TRAIL GROUPS BASED ON THEIR GRADES AND AG ES. This is necessary in
order to keep similar aged children together.

Each class is approximately 2 hours 15 minutesdeingm 9 am till 11:15, and from 1:00 to 3:15.
Our daily schedule is included below (subject taraie), so you can see how each day will flow.

Naturalists are encouraged to develop their owssgs and curriculum flow based on the science
information taught them; therefore, each classfferént, as each naturalist’s gifts and abilitiker. Be
assured, your child will receive loving instructifsom a biblical perspective.
Depending on the age of the group, the hikes tdkeimg classes will range from a local loop down to
the creek and back—Iless than a mile—to the staten@arby and back—perhaps up to 2 or 3 miles.
There are 4 distinct ecosystems nearby, so natg&lave available a wide range of topics that thay
cover—mammology, geology, ornithology, entomologgation stewardship, etc. Each class will be full
of hands-on, experiential lessons that your childvél be sure to remember.

Please realize that all classes occur RAIN OR SHIN#ess the weather is inclement. A list of
what to bring, including rain gear, will be sentytmu upon registration, along with other materials.

ARE YOU AS A PARENT REQUIRED TO GO ON THE HIKES AND CLASSES?

For the class times there are two ways that pacamtparticipate. First, we require that at least 2
parents sign up to go with the Kindergartenersughodth graders each class. The 5th-6th grade group
only needs one parent to go with them. Those a&spbts that parents will sign up for throughoet th
week. All other parents that want to go along weittnail group are welcome to go. We ask that theey g
kind of as "silent observers" in the sense tha Hre not directly interacting with the studentsle/they
are being taught. This way we will know that théunalist will have the support they need (ie 1 to 2
parents with them during class) and that all ogegents will have the opportunity to attend if trsey
desire. The parents who do sign up are there thelnaturalist make sure students stay togetitetaa
be the second/third set of eyes on the trail. Madlyparticipate in some activities depending og th
naturist. If you have students in different traibgps you are welcome to go along with the différen
groups during the week.

CHILDCARE CENTER:

First, you may take them with you on the trail classsdpng as you are responsible for them,
and are with them at all times. Please be awatehie other children in the classes will be leagrand



participating with the naturalist who is teachiagd your 4-and-younger children will NOT be incldde
in these activities if you bring them along. Thell need to be kept from distracting the teachasg
much as possible.

Second you may place them in o@HILDCARE CENTER , which will be located in one of our
Childcare facilities. The childcare facility iggeeat place for the younger children so that théyhave a
place to enjoy their week while the older childega participating in classes. The Childcare Cemntir
be staffed by one experienced childcare leaders dtdviount Hermon, who will develop activities the
whole week. Parents will have the option of hegpauit in the Childcare Center during trail classds.
Older (high school age) children may also help alfe will need to maintain a ratio of 2 adults @aders
for every 15 children. We will waive the childcdes per session if you choose to help out in the
Childcare Center (sessions are at the same timlasses). The childcare center will also have ggn
sheet for parents at the beginning of the weekgesprepared to help out there as well as reguiases!

WHAT CAN | EXPECT FROM THE WEEK?

Each day will start at about 7 am and end betwetn 9m and 9:30 pm, depending on the age group. If
you have younger children, you may want to end ylayrearlier, but our staff will plan to lead adi®s

up until about 9:15 or 9:30 for the benefit of tiider children. We work to make the classes
academically and physically challenging for eacldsnt.
